Wisconsin Law

When approaching a school bus from
the front or rear, drivers must stop at
least 20 feet from the school bus
when it is stopped and displaying
flashing red lights. Drivers cannot
proceed until after the bus resumesits
route or turns off the flashing red
warning lights. Drivers on the other
side of adivided highway from a
school bus with flashing red lights are
not required to stop.

Children should be taught by the
driver and parentsto be very careful
when crossing a street or road to get
on or off the school bus. A child
should always wait for the driver s
signal to cross. The child should
always look both ways after seeing
the driver ssignal before proceeding.
